Course Description 
 This course covers topics in Yearbook and Photography.  Topics include: copyright, audience, 
responsibility, editing,Yearbook Avenue, design, lighting techniques, fundraising, marketing, and 
distribution.

Their responsibilities will include contacting the 
PAPA community, setting up shoots with PAPA students and teachers, and maintaining and 
designing pages in the 2021 Yearbook. Professionalism, courtesy, and promptness expected as 
the baseline for students.

All students must be passing their other classes and have 
good attendance to participate.
